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Lunch Buddies Program


We are looking for one or more businesses to provide personnel who will come twice a month (September-May) to have lunch at the school with the same small group of children (3 or 4) and talk to them about what the children are learning and doing in STEMS-related areas.  It is our hope that the business people will reinforce science, technology, engineering, and mathematics areas as skills that are useful to them in their business, and at the same time share the interesting things they do in their career.  The children involved are currently in Kindergarten, first, and second grades.  


Questions that are useful in talking to young children include:  Have you had any guests in your class lately?  What did they share? … What do you want to be when you grow up?  What do you like about that job? … Would you like to hear about my job? …What do you like that your class is learning about?  I promise, once you get the children talking, conversation will not be a problem!  

Lunch time at the school is 20 minutes, so it is important that the lunch buddies be on time.  Our second graders eat at 10:57, first graders eat at 11:05, and kindergarten eats at 12:00. (*If you need to change the day you come on a certain week, that is not a problem—just notify the teacher via email so the children will know when to expect you).  I would like to begin by the week of September 29.  You are welcome to bring your own lunch or purchase one of the 4 choices offered in the school cafeteria ($3.40) on the days you come (*If you plan on eating school lunch, please notify me via email early that morning—lunch menus are posted on the district web site: www.richland2.org ; click on parents and then food services menus) . The school is located at 1300 Clemson Rd. (1 block away from the Village at Sandhills) in Northeast Columbia. Come help us grow future scientists, technicians, engineers, and mathematicians in our “Garden of Learning!”
